Secretary Quarles began by roviewing 4 memorandum prepared in
Defense for the President on the subject of the sarth satellite
(cated October 7, 1957).  He left & copy with the President. He
reporied that the Soviet launching on October 4 had apparently
beea highly successful,

The President asked Secretary Quarles sbout the report that had
come to hix attention to the effect that Redstone could have been
1used and could bave placed a satellite in orhit many months ago.
Secretary Quarles said there was ne doudt that the Redstone, had

it been used, could have orbited o satellite a year or mare ago.

The Science Advisory Committes had felt, however, that i was
better to have the earth satellite procees separately from military
development. One reason was 10 stress the peaceful character of
the effort, and @ second was lo awid the inclusion of materiel, to
which foreign scientises might be given accass, which 8 usad in our
own military rockets, He sald that the Army feels it could erect
satellite four monthe from now If given the order - this would atill
be one monik prior to the estimated date for the Vanguard, The
