In preparing for his first Imaugusation, Ceneral Dwdght David
Eisgmhowar askad the Rev, Or, Edward L. K. Elson, Fastor of The Mational
Prashyberian Chuarch, o conduct a private pre-Inasgural service of dedice
tion in the Church ce the morming of Jansiry 20, 1953, The Prosident
Invited anly ike Vice President, members of the Cahinet, members of the
White House staff, officials of the Inaugural Committes, and their Families
to share In this service—a botall of 181 perices. Following the 20-minute
serwice, the President-slect went to his suite i the Statler-Hifton Hotel, sat
derwen at a tahble, and on 2 yellow pad wrote a brief prayer with which he
began his first Inaugural address. The spicit of the man end the larguage
of the prayer profoandly moved peaple everywhere when be said, "Give us,
wr pray, the povver 1o disoern clearly right from wrong and allow all our
words and actions bo be governsd thereby and by the lows of thic land”

President Elsemhower hscl bong corsidered completing his identification
with the Charch as an active communicant member of 2 particular congrega-
tion. The matber was discussnl with Dr. Elson on seversl oocasions priar
o his Inauguration and several notes were exchanged bebwesn the minister
ard the nation's new leader. On February 1, 1953, the President amd
BMre. Cleenhower were received ko Full commaunicant memberchip of
Thi Malganal Fresbyterian Charch, They sppeared before the Session of
ik Chorch in the room aff the M Street entrance of the old Church. Hawing
been a member of the Presbyterian Church from chibdhood, Mdrs, Eisen-
hower was received on reaflicenstion of Faith from ber Deivir chusch
[t not being the practice of President Essenhower’s parents’ cherch o
baptize infants, the President therefore made his personal profession of Falth
and recelved Christlan baptism, kieling on the prie-disu provided far that
parpose, Ak the service which Followed, Pressdent and Mrs, Eisenbower
recved Holy Cammuridon for the first time as members of this congregation
and were publicly acknowledged ac bwo membirs of & clase of REHy new
Chusch meembiers,

During the sght years which followed, Prezident ard Bre. Elcenhower
were unfallingly present st Church service and they entered wholly into the
life of the congregation.

Prosident Eisenhower gave pesonal leademhip in developing the new
Mational Presbyterian Chuarch and Center. ¥While President he enlisted the
suppart of Presbyierlan laymen amd he persomally combributed o the
projeck, [t is fitking that the Chapel of the Prosidents be dedicated so him,
